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Notice of EMS Certification Process
Ohio Administrative Code

Rule 4765-7-02 (A) (21)(p)
(p) Requirement that all students are notified of the process for obtaining a certificate to practice under section 4765.30 of the Revised Code and Chapter 4765-8 of the Administrative Code, and that an Ohio certificate to practice may not be granted if the individual fails to meet the qualifications for a certificate to practice set forth in rule 4765-8-01 of the Administrative Code;

Ohio Revised Code

Section 4765.30 Qualifications for certificate to practice.

All of the following apply to the state board of emergency medical, fire, and transportation services with respect to issuing and renewing certificates to practice:

(A) The board shall issue a certificate to practice as a first responder to an applicant who meets all of the following conditions:

(1) Holds the appropriate certificate of completion issued in accordance with section 4765.24 of the Revised Code;

(2) Passes the appropriate examination conducted under section 4765.29 of the Revised Code;

(3) Is not in violation of any provision of this chapter or the rules adopted under it;

(4) Meets any other certification requirements established in rules adopted under section 4765.11 of the Revised Code.

(B) The board shall issue a certificate to practice as an emergency medical technician-basic to an applicant who meets all of the following conditions:

(1) Holds the appropriate certificate of completion issued in accordance with section 4765.24 of the Revised Code;

(2) Passes the appropriate examination conducted under section 4765.29 of the Revised Code;

(3) Is not in violation of any provision of this chapter or the rules adopted under it;

(4) Meets any other certification requirements established in rules adopted under section 4765.11 of the Revised Code.

(C) The board shall issue a certificate to practice as an emergency medical technician-intermediate or emergency medical technician-paramedic to an applicant who meets all of the following conditions:

(1) Holds a certificate to practice as an emergency medical technician-basic;

(2) Holds the appropriate certificate of completion issued in accordance with section 4765.24 of the Revised Code;

(3) Passes the appropriate examination conducted under section 4765.29 of the Revised Code;

(4) Is not in violation of any provision of this chapter or the rules adopted under it;

(5) Meets any other certification requirements established in rules adopted under section 4765.11 of the Revised Code.

(D) A certificate to practice shall have a certification cycle established by the board and may be renewed by the board pursuant to rules adopted under section 4765.11 of the Revised Code. Not later than sixty days prior to the expiration date of an individual's certificate to practice, the board shall notify the individual of the scheduled expiration.

An application for renewal shall be accompanied by the appropriate renewal fee established in rules adopted under section 4765.11 of the Revised Code, unless the board waives the fee on determining pursuant to those rules that the applicant cannot afford to pay the fee. Except as provided in division (B) of section 4765.31 of the Revised Code, the application shall include evidence of either of the following:

(1) That the applicant received a certificate of completion from the appropriate emergency medical services continuing education program pursuant to section 4765.24 of the Revised Code;

(2) That the applicant has successfully passed an examination that demonstrates the competence to have a certificate renewed without completing an emergency medical services continuing education program. The board shall approve such examinations in accordance with rules adopted under section 4765.11 of the Revised Code.

(E) The board shall not require an applicant for renewal of a certificate to practice to take an examination as a condition of renewing the certificate. This division does not preclude the use of examinations by operators of approved emergency medical services continuing education programs as a condition for issuance of a certificate of completion in emergency medical services continuing education.

Ohio Administrative Code 

Rule 4765-8-01 Qualifications for a certificate to practice.
(A) An applicant for a certificate to practice as an emergency medical responder, emergency medical technician, advanced emergency medical technician, or paramedic must meet the following requirements:

(1) Submit a completed application on a form approved by the board;

(2) Successfully complete an EMS training program through an accredited institution, pursuant to section 4765.17 of the Revised Code and Chapter 4765-7 of the Administrative Code, and receive a certificate verifying completion of such program at the level for which the certificate to practice is sought. Such program must have been completed no more than two years prior to making application;

(3) Submit documentation of successful completion of the following federal emergency management agency training courses:

(a) National incident management system course IS-700.b:

(i) For online courses, the web site can be accessed at http://training.fema.gov/emiweb/IS/crslist.asp;

(ii) For materials and information for instructor led, classroom-based courses, the web site can be accessed at https://training.fema.gov/is/coursematerials.aspx?code=IS-700.b;

(b) Incident command system course IS-100.c:

(i) For online courses, the web site can be accessed at http://training.fema.gov/emiweb/IS/crslist.asp;

(ii) For materials and information for instructor led, classroom-based courses, the web site can be accessed at https://training.fema.gov/is/coursematerials.aspx?code=IS-100.c.

Completion of the above courses is mandated by the department of homeland security pursuant to homeland security presidential directives five (HSPD-5, February 28, 2003) and eight (HSPD-8, March 30, 2011) and approved by the board as being necessary for initial training.

(4) Pass an initial certification examination in accordance with rule 4765-8-05 of the Administrative Code;

(5) Be at least eighteen years of age;

(6) Has not been convicted of, pled guilty to, had a judicial finding of guilt for, or had a judicial finding of eligibility for treatment and/or intervention in lieu of conviction for, any of the following:

(a) Any felony;

(b) A misdemeanor committed in the course of practice;

(c) A misdemeanor involving moral turpitude;

(d) A violation of any federal, state, county, or municipal narcotics or controlled substance law;

(e) Any act committed in another state or jurisdiction that, if committed in Ohio, would constitute a violation set forth in this paragraph.

(7) Has not been adjudicated mentally incompetent by a court of law;

(8) At the time of application, is not under indictment for any felony or has any misdemeanor charges pending as outlined in paragraph (A)(6) of this rule;

(9) Does not engage in the illegal use or illegal acquisition of controlled substances, alcohol, or other habit-forming drugs or chemical substances while on duty as an EMS provider;

(10) Has not committed fraud or material deception in applying for, or obtaining a certificate issued under Chapter 4765. of the Revised Code;

(11) Has not been convicted, in this state or another state, of providing emergency medical services or representing himself/herself as an EMS provider without a license or certificate, or similar crime directly related to the profession of EMS;

(12) If the applicant is, or has been, certified or licensed as an EMS provider in this state or another state, the applicant's certificate or license is not currently on probationary status nor has it been suspended or revoked by the board or the EMS certifying or licensing entity in another state.

(B) In deciding whether to grant a certificate to practice, the board has the following options:

(1) The board shall issue a certificate to practice to an applicant who meets all of the requirements listed in paragraph (A) of this rule;

(2) The board shall refuse to grant a certificate to practice to an applicant who fails to meet one or more of the requirements listed in paragraphs (A)(1) to (A)(5) of this rule;

(3) The board may grant, refuse to grant, or limit a certificate to practice to an applicant who meets the requirements listed in paragraphs (A)(1) to (A)(5) of this rule, but fails to meet one or more of the requirements listed in paragraphs (A)(6) to (A)(12) of this rule.

Ohio Administrative Code 

Rule 4765-8-02 Application for certificate to practice.

(A) The applicant for a certificate to practice or renewal of a certificate to practice must submit to the division an application in the manner approved by the board.

(B) No later than sixty days prior to its expiration the division, shall notify each person who has been issued a certificate to practice of the certificate's scheduled expiration date and a mechanism for renewal.

(C) There shall be no fee required for an application for a certificate to practice.

(D) A fee may be imposed for an application for reinstatement of a certificate to practice or an application for a certificate to practice via reciprocity.

(E) An application that is not filled out in the manner as specified on the application will be deemed incomplete. Incomplete applications will not be considered and will be returned to the applicant with the notation that the application is incomplete.

(F) An applicant who has pled guilty to, had a judicial finding of guilt for, or had a judicial finding of eligibility for treatment and/or intervention in lieu of conviction for any offense listed in rule 4765-8-01 of the Administrative Code must, at the applicant's expense, submit with the application a certified copy of the judgment entry from the court in which the conviction occurred, a civilian background check from the bureau of criminal identification and investigation (BCI&I), and a certified copy of the police report or law enforcement agency report, if applicable. Subject to the discretion of the division, failure to submit this documentation will render the application incomplete.

Ohio Administrative Code 

Rule 4765-8-05 Examinations.
(A) The initial certification examination shall consist of written and practical portions established by the national registry of emergency medical technicians (NREMT) and the board.

(1) The passing score for the written portion of the examination shall be determined by the NREMT.

(2) The passing score for the practical portion of the examination for the emergency medical responder and emergency medical technician shall be determined by the board.

(3) The passing score for the practical portion of the examination for the advanced emergency medical technician and paramedic shall be established by the NREMT.

(4) The written and practical portions of the examination shall remain valid for one year from the date of successful completion.

(B) The reinstatement examination and the examination in lieu of continuing education shall be established by the board and the NREMT, and a passing score on these tests shall be determined by the NREMT.

Policy: Admission

Has not been convicted of, pled guilty to, had a judicial finding of guilt for, or had a judicial finding of eligibility for treatment and/or intervention in lieu of conviction for, any of the following:

Any felony;

A misdemeanor committed in the course of practice;

A misdemeanor involving moral turpitude;

A violation of any federal, state, county, or municipal narcotics or controlled substance law;

Any act committed in another state or jurisdiction that, if committed in Ohio, would constitute a violation set forth in this paragraph.

(7) Has not been adjudicated mentally incompetent by a court of law;

At the time of application, is not under indictment for any felony or has any misdemeanor charges pending as outlined in paragraph (A)(6) of this rule;

Does not engage in the illegal use or illegal acquisition of controlled substances, alcohol, or other habit-forming drugs or chemical substances while on duty as an EMS provider;

Has not committed fraud or material deception in applying for, or obtaining a certificate issued under Chapter 4765. of the Revised Code;

Has not been convicted, in this state or another state, of providing emergency medical services or representing himself/herself as an EMS provider without a license or certificate, or similar crime directly related to the profession of EMS;

If the applicant is, or has been, certified or licensed as an EMS provider in this state or another state, the applicant’s certificate or license is not currently on probationary status nor has it been suspended or revoked by the board or the EMS certifying or licensing entity in another state.
Student agrees to abide by all school policies.
Is at least 18 years of age – OR 17 years of age and enrolled as a high school senior.

Student must have a High School diploma or GED OR is at least 17 years old and is a high school senior, at the start of the first class.

High school seniors at least 17 years old may enroll in the EMT program provided they meet the standards and criteria established by the Ohio Revised and Administrative Codes as well as the additional criteria set forth by the Board of Administration of the Pike County JVSD.

Eligible high school seniors are required to submit a letter from their high school principal or guidance counselor and parent or legal guardian stating they are permitted to take the EMT course and are in good standing toward graduation.

Policy: Attendance

Students are expected to attend class to maximize their learning experience.  To receive a certificate of completion the student must attend 90% of the total class meeting hours, regardless of circumstances.  Attendance will be recorded based on hours of instruction missed.  For example, if a student misses a 4 hour class meeting, the student accumulates four (4) total hours of absence.  If a student is late 15 minutes, the student accumulates .25 hours of absence.  When arriving late or leaving early, the student must sign in/out.  Attendance to the practical examination is mandatory. All missed work and assignments must be made-up.
Policy: Retest (EMT and AEMT)
If a student fails to pass the final written exam (FISDAP) on the first attempt, the student will be permitted to have one (1) re-test attempt. The student must pass the re-test to pass the program and receive a certificate of completion.
Policy: Student Attire

Students are expected to dress appropriately, defined as:  the appropriate dress that would be expected at a work-site related to the student’s program of training.  Instructors and administrators have the authority to ask inappropriately dressed students to leave the school and return with the proper attire.

Policy: Certificate of Program Completion / Completion Requirements
Upon the successful completion of the requirements of the course, a Certificate of Program Completion will be awarded if the student meets the following criteria:

All work must be complete and with a cumulative average of at least 80%.  

Attendance to scheduled class meetings must be at least 90%, regardless of circumstance. 

Must successfully pass the Final Written Exam with at least a 70% for EMT & AEMT programs. 

Must pass Practical Examinations. 

Must successfully perform all requirements of the lab and skill stations.  

Must successfully complete all required clinical experience requirements and submit proper documentation to verify. 
Must adhere to school policies.

Must be free of all financial obligations to the school.
Policy: Online and Distance Education Courses
There are no on-line or distance learning courses or requirements. 

EMR Clinical Completion
Complete at minimum 10 Hours of clinical experience at an approved site(s).
EMT Clinical Completion 

Complete at minimum of 10 hours of clinical experience at an approved site(s). 

Complete a minimum of 10 patient assessments, including 1 pediatric. 

Submit proper documentation verifying successful completion of clinical requirements. 

AEMT Clinical Completion

AEMT Clinical Completion

Students are required to complete at minimum 100 hours of clinical experience at an approved site(s).

Of the 100 hours, a minimum of 60 hours will be performed on the cooperating squad and a minimum of 40 hours will be performed in the cooperating hospital.
8 hours of the 40 in the hospital setting must be with the Respiratory department.
Clinical competencies include but are NOT limited to:

· Patient assessments and documentation

· Use of Airway Adjuncts to include suctioning

· IV Therapy; IV starts as well as discontinuing an IV

· Parental drug administration: IV Push, IM, Sub Q, IN, IO

· ECG Monitoring/ Rhythm strip analysis

· Administering Nebulized Medication

· Assessing lung sounds before and after prescribed treatment

· Observing and performing respiratory assessment

Students must meet all Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) requirements; numbers, pathologies and age groups, pertaining to AEMT clinical experience.
Pre-Hospital & Clinical Internship Policies

Accreditation #215
Policy: Student Requirements

The student must adhere to the policies contained within the student handbook and policies specific to the EMT Internship experience.
The student must satisfactorily complete all of the required time and requirements of the pre-hospital or clinical experience prior to the established date set forth by the instructor.  Failure to do so will result in not obtaining a certificate of course completion.
Students are to follow the directions of the Preceptor and not participate in any type of clinical experience unless supervised.
The student is required to adhere to the Preceptor’s instruction at all times.  Student must follow all of the policies and procedures in effect at the clinical institution/organization.  Failure to do so can result in the Preceptor dismissing the student from the internship session.
Physical 

Student must successfully complete the health history form, receive a physical clearing the student to participate, and submit a clean drug screen. Student must present all required documentation prior to starting the clinical assignment.  Proper forms will be given to the student to complete and return to the school prior to starting the clinical assignment. 
BCI

Students must present to the school a BCI check that verifies the student is eligible for the EMT program and can participate in the clinical experience. 
Policy: Approved Sites
Hospital & EMS Agencies
Students must attend their clinical experience at only school approved locations. 

The school will notify students of currently approved facilities. 
Policy: Attendance / Tardiness to Session

The student has the ultimate responsibility of ensuring all requirements are met, including attending all scheduled clinical internship sessions and being punctual in doing so.  They must report to their Preceptor before beginning the session.  If the student is late, the Preceptor has the right to refuse to allow the student to participate for that day.

If a student cannot attend a scheduled session the student must contact the appropriate personnel.  Failure to attend scheduled clinical internship sessions may prevent the student from scheduling additional sessions.
Policy: Student Attire 

During the pre-hospital and clinical internship the student is expected to present a neat, well-groomed and professional appearance.  Students are encouraged not to wear jewelry.  If jewelry is worn it must be conservative and not pose a hazard for infection or patient/student safety.  Students are not to wear heavy perfumes or colognes.  Long hair is to be worn in such a way as not to pose health or safety risks.

Student attire must reflect a professional standard.  

Students inappropriately attired or groomed may be refused admittance to the site by the preceptor. 
When reporting to their scheduled session, students should bring a watch with a second hand and pen.
School will provide shirt(s) and ID badge.

Students will wear professional style pants.
Policy: “Ride Policy”
As per ORC Chapter 4765-7-02 (19) (a) (b) Students who are engaged in clinical training will not be on duty.  “On duty” is defined as working for a squad, Fire Department or private ambulance while completing such clinical experience.
The clinical experience is designed so that a student has constant supervision while engaged in patient care.  This cannot be accomplished if the student has sole responsibility for the patient while the preceptor is engaged in other activity.

Essential Personnel 

The objective of the EMS clinical experience is to expose the EMS student to actual patient situations where they may practice and refine the skills they have learned in the classroom and lab. Students are not to be used to replace the duties and tasks of essential personnel at the clinical site/agency. 

Infectious / Exposure Control

In the event that an EMS student is involved in a needle stick injury or exposure to blood borne pathogens, the following steps will be followed:

Stop the activity that one was engaged in.

Report incident to preceptor or instructor.

Clean wound/wash with soap and water.  If on an ambulance, use the appropriate equipment that is available.

Report incident on the proper form, Exposure Incident Investigation Form.  (Attached)

The student with this form will be sent to the Pike Community Hospital and their protocol will be followed.

The instructor and Program Director will be notified for purposes of follow-up with the student and prevention of this type of incident.

Disruption Plan

In the event of an emergency or unusual/unforeseen circumstance that disrupts the instruction of the program, it may be necessary to implement the following strategies:

· Temporarily suspend class

· Change method of delivery of instruction

· Revise the program schedule

· Implement distance education

· Other strategies that are deemed necessary to continue toward program completion.

Modifications to the program will only be conducted if there is full approval and authorization from all applicable accrediting bodies and governing agencies.
